Although Nurse Practitioners primarily are
direct care providers, their activities also may include education, research, consultation and
administration. In addition to providing a full range of health care services, nurse practitioners work
as partners with their patients, guiding them to make educated health care decisions and healthy
lifestyle choices. The confidence that patients have in nurse practitioner-delivered health care is
evidenced by the more than 600 million visits to made to nurse practitioners every year.

National Nurse Practitioner Week is November 11-17 and is a time to celebrate these exceptional
nurses. As it coincides with Veterans’ Day, it is important to remember that VA nurse practitioners
are Nursing Heroes who care for America’s Heroes, Veterans who preserve our freedoms. Nurse
Practitioners are informed, in touch and involved, making them the health care providers of choice for
many patients and Veterans.
